Speakers: Dr Phillip McKenzie (ACER) and Dr Trish Corrie (DEECD) 
Improving the quality of careers advice in schools has been a major priority in recent years. This presentation provides a perspective 
on these initiatives from the viewpoint of recent school leavers. The data are taken from the annual On Track survey which ACER 
conducts on behalf of the Victorian DEECD.
