Coming from the North – Take Gympie Rd and continue along Lutwyche Rd for approx 3km. Continue along 
Bowen Bridge Road and then turn right into Gilchrist Ave at Royal Brisbane Hospital. Veer left into Herston 
Av then into Herston Rd. 
 
Coming from the South – Take the Western Mwy and head towards the ramp. At the roundabout take the 
2nd exit onto Mt Coo-tha Rd, Toowong. Veer left onto Milton Rd. Continue along Inner City Bps. Veer left 
onto Gilchrist Av Exit. At the roundabout continue on Herston Av then veer left into Herston Rd. 
 
Coming from the West – Take Waterworks Rd and continue along Musgrave Rd. Turn left into Windsor Rd 
and then right into Prospect Tce. Turn left into Kelvin Grove Rd and then right into Glen St. Continue along 
Lorimer Tce.
